Middle Classes - The students will learn about new 
innovations of old favourites. Titles such as Cinderfella 
and The Princess and the Packet of Frozen Peas will be 
explored with students planning innovations of well 
known tales. They will also hear several stories from the 
author Alex.T Smith learning about him, his style and 
enjoying the humour he injects into his story develop-
ment of seemingly simple everyday adventures. 
 
Senior Classes  - The students will examine two new 
texts which recognize and celebrate contributions made 
by Australian men and women who wondered, pushed 
boundaries, drew upon inner strengths and beliefs, 
cared for others and gave of themselves. Their effort, 
perseverance and resilience will be paralleled with  
people from studentôs local communities. Senior  
students will also revisit the Dewey system. They will 
use this, and prior learning, to consolidate and improve 
their use of a system which is used worldwide in the  
cataloguing of non fiction books. This will enable them to 
better source information relevant to their learning.  
 
Term 4 learning for all students will finish with a unit on 
Fire Safety and a Unit on Christmas.
